CHC PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE:
THE 103RP ANNIVERSARY
OF THE BURNING OF SMYRNA: 1922-2025

Montreal, September 9, 2025--- September
2025 marks 103 years since the catastrophic
Burning of Smyrna; one of the darkest moments
in the history of Hellenism — part of a series of
deliberate, barbaric genocidal acts by the Turkish
government against the Christian populations in
the Ottoman Empire dating back to the beginning
of the 20tk century.

In September 1922, after Turkish armed forces
entered Smyrna — a calculated act by the Turkish
government to destroy or expel the Greek and any
other Christian populations from the over-3,000-
year-old Great City - the entire Greek and
Armenian quarters of the city were destroyed,
forcing the population to flee and seek shelter in
Greece and elsewhere. Thousands of Greeks and
Armenians were deported into the interior of
Anatolia, where many died in harsh and brutal
conditions. Historians believe that the number of
victims was in the tens to hundreds of
thousands, while the number of refugees was
over a million.

May the memory of all the victims be eternal...
The CHC remains true to its commitment and
steadfast in its efforts — in Canada - for the

recognition of the Genocide of the Greeks of the
Ottoman Empire, as a whole.
