STATEMENT ON THE OCCASION OF
PONTIAN GREEK GENOCIDE
REMEMBRANCE DAY

Montreal, May 9, 2021-- On the occasion of the
upcoming May 19" 2021 commemoration of the
Genocide of the Hellenes of Pontos, the Canadian
Hellenic Congress (CHC) issued the following
statement:

“May 19t has been unanimously declared by the
Hellenic Parliament as the ‘Day of Remembrance of the
Genocide of the Hellenes of Pontos’. It is a day of
prayer, of grief, of tribute and of respect for the
353,000 souls of men, women and children who were
brutally murdered by the Ottoman Turks, simply
because they were Christians and Greeks.

The Pontian Greek Genocide is one of the darkest
moments in mankind’s history and one of the heinous
crimes against humanity. As Canadian citizens of
Hellenic descent we refuse to forget the 353.000 of our
dead and we continue to seek the recognition of the
genocide so that their souls may rest in peace.

The Hellenes of Pontos are an example for all of us to
live by, as for more than 100 years after the hardships
and persecutions they suffered, they have kept alive
their traditions, their customs and their ideals.

May the memory of all the innocent victims be
eternal...”

The Canadian Hellenic Congress, having achieved -
under its own initiative — the recognition of the Pontian
Greek Genocide by 13 municipalities and boroughs
across Canada remains true to its commitment, and
steadfast in its efforts, for the recognition of the
Genocide of the Hellenes of Pontos in Canada.
